A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT 
BETWEEN THE CITY OF THORNTON AND ADAMS COUNTY SCHOOL DISTRICT 
NO. 1 FOR A JOINT SCHOOL RESOURCE OFFICER PROGRAM. 
 
 WHEREAS, the City of Thornton ("City") and Adams County School District No. 1 
("District") are desirous of entering into an Intergovernmental Agreement to provide for a 
School Resource Officer Program, which Intergovernmental Agreement is attached 
hereto and incorporated herein by this reference ("Agreement"); and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City and its police department, the District, and the community 
are significantly impacted by the demands placed upon them to address incidents and 
situations directly or indirectly related to juveniles in the schools; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the problems of delinquency, drug abuse, gang involvement, and 
other youth-related issues negatively affect the community and the schools and can best 
be addressed in a proactive and preventative manner; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City and the District have jointly developed a School Resource 
Officer Program to provide a school-based approach to development of a positive 
relationship between students and the Thornton Police Department and to address and 
prevent delinquency, drug abuse, gang involvement, and other juvenile issues involving 
the community's youth; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City and the School District have entered into Intergovernmental 
Agreements for a Joint School Resource Officer Program since 1990 and wish to 
continue with such a program for the years of 2010/2013 school year; and  
 
 WHEREAS, this Agreement continues the intergovernmental agreement with the 
School District for one School Resource Officer at Skyview Main Campus; and  
 
 WHEREAS, the City Council is desirous of entering into the Agreement to continue 
the School Resource Officer Program for the benefit of the public safety and welfare. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY 
OF THORNTON, COLORADO, AS FOLLOWS: 
 

1. The attached Agreement is hereby approved and the City Manager is 
hereby authorized to execute the Agreement on behalf of the City. 

 
2. The City Manager is further authorized, on behalf of the City, to enter into 

successive annual renewals or extensions of the Agreement for the years of 
2011 through 2013 if such renewals or extensions have substantially similar 
conditions as are hereby approved.
