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RESOLUTION

A RESOLUTION APPROVING A CONCEPTUAL SITE PLAN FOR APPROXIMATELY
1.6 ACRES OF PROPERTY LOCATED ON THE NORTH SIDE OF EAST 120™
AVENUE, APPROXIMATELY 500 FEET WEST OF MADISON STREET, AT 3301 EAST
120™ AVENUE (EASTLAKE TEQUILAS).

WHEREAS, Carlos Patino and Jose Ramos are the owners (“Owner”) of certain
real property ("Property”) within the City of Thomton ("City"), described in Exhibit "A"
attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference; and

WHEREAS, the Owner, has submitted to the City an application for consideration
of the Eastlake Tequilas Conceptual Site Plan (CSP); and

WHEREAS, the aforesaid application is a matter of public record in the custody of
the City Development Department, and is available for public inspection during business
hours of the City; and

WHEREAS, the aforesaid application and all supporting documents are hereby
incorporated as if fully set forth herein; and

WHEREAS, the proposed CSP is consistent with the goals and desires of the
City and provides for orderly growth within the City and a beneficial and efficient use of
the Property; and

WHEREAS, on January 26, 2010, the City Council conducted a public hearing and
reviewed said application pursuant to the procedural and notice requirements of the City
Charter and Chapter 18 of the Thornton City Code, and the Council having considered
the evidence presented in support of and in opposition to the application, the applicable
zoning, the City's Comprehensive Plan, and staff recommendations and so having
considered the record and given appropriate weight to the evidence.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF THORNTON, COLORADO, AS FOLLOWS:

1. The City Council finds that the CSP has been submitted in compliance with
the provisions of Chapter 18 of the Thornton City Code:

A. The development is consistent with the regulations of the Code.
B. The CSP promotes orderly land development.
2. The City Council finds that the proposed development is consistent with the

Thornton City Code criteria as follows:



The property is currently zoned Single-Family Attached (SFA). A
request for an amendment to the zoning designation of the property
from SFA to Neighborhod Services (NS) is being considered
concurrently with this request.

The Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use Map designation for the
property is Residential Low. A request for an amendment to the
Comprehensive Plan designation of the property from Residential
Low to Commercial is being considered concurrently with this
request. The Comprehensive Plan's applicable strategies and
policies are as follows:

(1) Ensure that all new residential neighborhoods are adeqguately
served by quality community and neighborhood scale
commercial centers at appropriate locations.

(2) Foster small business development.

(3) Promote the development and maintenance of healthy, viable
commercial centers.

The City Council finds that this CSP is compatible with the present and
proposed development in the immediate area and will not have a
significant, adverse effect on the surrounding area.

The Eastlake Tequilas CSP is hereby approved subject to the following

CUTIUIIIOTTS.

A.

During subsequent reviews associated with actual development of
the site identified in the Eastlake Tequilas CSP, including
Subdivision Plat and Development Permit, the Development Director
may allow for minor adjustments in the final site plan, subdivision
plat, final landscape plan and associated final engineering
documents. Any changes to the development would be due to
actual site conditions, unforeseen technical issues involving
infrastructure on the site and changes to the building products
previously identified or described on the CSP graphic and approved
by the City Council.

Approval of the CSP does not waive any additional requirements of
the development as established with Subdivision Plat, Developer’s
Agreement, or any Development Permit (DP) associated with the
Property.

At the time of submitting a request for a DP, the Owner shall provide
a landscape plan that is consistent with the City's water-wise
landscape regulations which emphasizes the use of drought-tolerant
materials.



D. The Owner shall construct improvements on East 120" Avenue in
accordance with the City Thoroughfare Plan. The scope of
improvements and the timing of the construction of the
improvements will be defined in the Developer's Agreement.

E. The Owner will install all public improvements that are required to
serve the Property including, but not limited to, streets, utilities,
drainage improvements, street lights, curb, gutter, sidewalks and
right-of-way landscaping. Timing of said improvements will be
determined at the time of the Developer's Agreement. All public
improvements are to be designed and constructed to the City of
Thornton Standards and Specifications for the Design and
Construction of Public Improvements.

F. The Owner will provide an adequate landscape buffer around the
perimeter of the site to help screen the development from the
residential area and the streets. Approval of the final landscape plan
will be done through a Development Permit application.

G. All phases of this development must have two points of access and a
looped water system to allow proper fire protection during
construction and development.

H. This development shall complete all appropriate drainage work
necessary to serve the development as determined by Development
Engineering. Timing of said improvements will be determined at
time of the Developer's Agreement.

All land use approvals and building permits for the Property described
herein shall be subject to requirements including, but not limited to, the
payment of impact fees and development charges, concurrency
management requirements, design standards, moratoriums, and other land
use and development requirements in effect at the time that such proposed
development applies for a building permit.

All subsequent development approvals shall be in accordance with this
CSP.

The conditions set forth in this Resolution shall run with the land and be
binding upon the Owner and its successors and assigns.
