











City Council Meeting 10-27-09

Nicole Jeffers, Neighborhood Services Manager, entered into the record the notice of
hearing published in the Northglenn-Thornton Sentinel. She explained the purpose
of the hearing which is to hear comments on the City’s First Program Year Action
Plan for the 2010 Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funding. She noted
that a revised communication was distributed to Council earlier this evening and
pointed out the revisions. She stated that the City is applying for entitlement
jurisdiction status which would become effective March 2010. She said the City
anticipates receiving approximately $545,000 in federal CDBG funds in 2010 of
which 20% will be retained to pay for administration of the funds. She added that the
remaining amount will be allocated towards projects that benefit low- to moderate-
income residents. She reviewed the following recommended projects proposed by
staff 1) Volunteer Home Improvement Project $156,466, 2) Digital Panoramic X-Ray
for Clinica Family Health Services $37,870, 3) Remodel of Mountainland Pediatrics
$38,190, 4) Access Housing Emergency Shelter Services $7,500 and 5) Streetscape
Improvement Projects $195,974. She responded to questions by Council concerning
who will be regulating the warranty of habitability and protection for mobile
homeowners.

No one signed up nor wished to speak in support of or in opposition to the proposed
resolution.

The public hearing was closed at 8:18 p.m.

10. ACTION ITEMS

A. An Ordinance enacting Section 18-231 of the Thornton City Code ¢ define medical
marijuana dispensaries, growing facilities and use facilities; and prohibiting_these
uses; and amending Section 38-297 to provide an affirmative defense for care-givers.
(Second Reading)

The City Attorney explained that Ordinance B adopted on first reading at the last
meeting contains some additional amendments for Council's consideration. She
noted that changes were made to the prohibition section on page 3 to clarify that
prohibition does not apply to patients who are utilizing or growing marijuana at the
patient’s primary residence only for personal use; that the primary care-giver may
only grow and provide marijuana from their primary residence; and that marijuana
grown by either a patient or a care-giver under the exceptions of (b)(2)a or (b)(2)b
can only be grown inside a structure. She also noted that a new Section d would be
added stating that no more than 36 marijuana plants may be grown at a primary
residence regardless of the number of primary care-givers living in that residence.

B. A Resolution approving an_Intergovernmental Agreement between the City of
Thornton and Adams 12 Five Star Schools for the purchase and sale of properties
and improvements thereon.

The City Manager explained that the City has been negotiating with Adams 12 Five
Star Schools since 2000 regarding the potential of relocating their maintenance
facility located south of 144th Avenue between [-25 and Washington Street to a piece
of property that is currently owned by the City just south of 126th Avenue, and the
possibility of joint uses.

Bud Elliot, Deputy City Manager for Infrastructure, gave the history of the North
Washington Subarea Plan and described some of the steps the City has taken in
promoting that Plan. He reviewed the results of a study conducted to analyze the
impact of the Adams 12 Five Star Schools Transportation Maintenance Facility on
the development of the 144th Avenue corridor, areas of operation for potential
consolidation, and some of the key components of the proposed agreement with the
District.

The City Manager explained that the purchase of this church gives the City an
opportunity to expand services provided at the Senior Center and general
recreational services in the future.

Mike Soderberg, Executive Director of Community Services, explained some of the
benefits of the proposed purchase and responded to questions by Council
concerning the expansion of programs and events.

KEY CONSIDERATIONS:

o The 2009 Adopted Budget of $193,341,853 is proposed to increase by $1,113,403. The new
amended budget will be $194,455,256. This amendment is necessary and will accomplish the
following:

1. Appropriate $147,903 in the General Fund to recognize receipt of Bureau of Justice Recovery
Act Grants to purchase two new vehicles and related equipment for the Crime Enforcement
Response Team, replace an existing Detective vehicle, purchase equipment for one new hire
Police Officer, and tasers.

2. Appropriate $965,500 in the General Governmental Capital Fund to recognize receipt of an
American _Recovery and Reinvestment Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant
through the Department of Energy. The City will receive $965,500 to fund the following
projects: 1) $315,500 to retrofit the existing heating/ventilation/air conditioning system (HVAC)
at the Civic Center which will reduce leakage from the duct work and improve the operational
efficiency of the HVAC system; 2) $397,000 to purchase and install photovoltaic solar panels at
the Civic Center and Margaret Carpenter Recreation Center to provide more efficient heating
and reduce energy consumption at these facilities which rely on electricity; 3) $153,000 to
replace the existing black membrane roof at the Civic Center with an energy efficient white
membrane roof which reduces the heat load on the facility thus reducing the energy used by
the HVAC system; and 4) $100,000 to prepare a Long Range Sustainability Plan for City-
owned facilities and fleet.

BUDGET/STAFF IMPLICATIONS:

. The source of funding for the budget amendment is as follows:
e General Fund -- $147,903 from a Bureau of Justice Recovery Act Grant.
» Governmental Capital Fund ~- $965,500 from a Department of Energy American Recovery
and Reinvestment Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends approval of the ordinance in order to implement these grants.
